








CARITAS Shelter
CARITAS is the largest and most inclusive emergency shelter in Central Virginia…and 
the only one that accepts families with fathers, adolescent males, or more than three 
children.  For so many, CARITAS is the only place they can turn.  
	 This year, 143 Host Congregations and 11 Intake Congregations opened their 
doors to nearly 1,000 individuals, providing shelter, food, and necessities, while our 
Single Adult and Family Focus Programs gave them the support they needed to break 
down the barriers standing between themselves and self-sufficiency.  
	 CARITAS Shelter offers individual case management to all willing clients, ensures 
that all school-aged children are enrolled in school within 24 hours, organizes peer 
mentoring, and requires all clients to save 75% of income earned while in the program 
into an escrow account…giving them the financial security they need to secure 
housing and get back on their feet.
	 This year, thanks to funding from the Jenkins Foundation, we were able to offer 
substance abuse counseling to all willing clients from both CARITAS shelter programs.

CARITAS Furniture Bank
The CARITAS Furniture Bank helps turn four walls into a home.  With our new 28,000 
square foot warehouse, the CARITAS Furniture Bank is the only furniture bank in 
Virginia and provided almost $385,000 worth of furniture and household goods to 
nearly 700 households.  This year alone, it has kept 289,000 pounds of furnishings out 
of the landfill and recycled it back into the community, benefiting qualified individuals 
and families in need of our help.
	 This year, 37 partnering agencies referred clients to the Furniture Bank, allowing 
us to help refugees, victims of natural disaster, and those exiting homelessness.  Men 
in recovery at The Healing Place provided 80 hours of manpower a month, gaining 
job and life skills within an environment supportive of their program while reducing 
operating costs for the Furniture Bank.

CARITAS Works
Many clients in our program face a host of barriers to finding work…ones that go 
beyond education or the current job market.  
	 This newest program in the “works” at CARITAS is the beginnings of a bridge to 
employment for those often considered “unemployable”, such as formerly homeless 
addicts or felons.  Already, we have launched a CARITAS Works crew for home 
improvement projects.  This is the beginning of a CARITAS Works employment 
program, set for implementation in 2011.
	 We also began our new “Wheels to Work” program this year, where qualified 
persons needing reliable transportation in order to secure work will be eligible to 
invest in their future by investing in the cars you donate! Even more, this huge step 
toward stability provides important life skills training on many levels.
	 CARITAS is excited to expand this program in the next year to provide more 
programs and offer more opportunities to close the gap between a desire to overcome 
hardship and a lifetime of success.  

CARITAS Congregations and Volunteers
It all starts here.  In the open doors of a congregation.  In the smiling face of a volunteer.  
	 It is here that they are first made to feel welcome and valued.  It is here that 
children’s fears are relieved, and families can feel safe and secure.  It is here where the 
healing begins.
	 The 184 Congregations and 18,560 volunteers who provided 102,375 hours of 
service this year to CARITAS are the ones who made the biggest difference, and left the 
biggest impression on lives.
	 Each week, congregations not only provide food and shelter, they provide 
fellowship, activities, and their unique facilities.  Each day, volunteers serve meals, drive 
guests to showers, pack lunches, sort linens at the Furniture Bank, tutor children, and 
spearhead new efforts to expand the services CARITAS can offer.
	 It is because of volunteers that CARITAS can shelter a single individual for only 
$20.50 a night – compared to the $45 for a night of jail, or the $85 for a night of prison.
	 It is because of volunteers that we can do anything.  Volunteers like you!

	 We have more partners than ever joining in our fight – 
allowing us to share resources, cut costs, streamline programs, 
and expand our reach…all for the greater good of serving the 
homeless in Richmond.  
	 Our close partnerships with The Healing Place and 
AmeriCorps allow us to provide job training in a supportive 
environment while receiving the manpower needed for our 
operations.  The 37 partnering agencies who use the Furniture 
Bank allow us to serve 497 households by concentrating on 
distribution while they pre-qualify clients.
